OF THE BRAHAM CITY COUNCIL
WEDNESDAY, JULY 5, 2017

SWEARING IN OF COUNCIL MEMBER LOWELL JAQUES

Newly appointment Council Member Lowell Jaques was sworn into office.

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The regular meeting was called to order following the 4:00 p.m. public hearing with the following present: Mayor Patricia Carlson; Council Members Lowell Jaques, Shawn Sullivan, Jeremy Kunshier, and Traci Leaf; and City Administrator Sally Hoy.

In the audience were Loren Davis, Art and Edie Kaunonen, Delwayne Hahn from the Isanti County News, Marshall Lind, and Chief Knowles.

The meeting opened with The Pledge of Allegiance.  

Sullivan moved, and Leaf seconded to approve the minutes from the June 6, 2017 council meeting.  Motion carried 5-0.

Leaf moved, and Kunshier seconded to accept the agenda as presented.  Motion carried 5-0.

Carlson moved, and Leaf seconded to approve payment of the June bills and payrolls. Motion carried 5-0.

Chief Knowles gave the police report.  He reported 676 ICRs for June 2017, compared to 400 in June 2016.  He noted that TZD enforcements was taking place, and would start again July 7.  He noted that the grant for this program was for area-wide enforcement, which included highways in the area.

Kunshier moved, and Leaf seconded to adopt Res. 17-06 accepting the June 2017 donations.  Motion carried 5-0.


BANKING TRANSACTIONS

Sullivan moved, and Leaf seconded to approve the following banking transactions:
6/5/17  Transferred $4,503 from Lottery Checking to General Checking for reimbursement of Lottery Payouts

6/14/17  Transferred $4,766 from General Checking to Des. Res. Savings to reserve the proceeds from the sale of the Fire Department equipment to a Fire Equipment Reserve

6/15/17  Transferred $250 from Lottery Checking to General Checking to cover the Liquor Store’s donation to the Fire Department for the 4th of July Celebration fireworks

7/31/17  Transfer $62,369 from General Checking to Designated Reserve Saving for the 2016 Year-End budgeted transfers as shown on the spreadsheet in the council packets.  The prior year budgeted transfers are always made in July of the current year after the audit has been completed or final year-end numbers, and the tax settlements and local government aid has come in on the current year for better cash flow.

Motion carried 5-0.


ENGINEERING

There were no engineering items for this meeting.


OLD ERCOA BUILDING

City Planner Marshall Lind addressed the council regarding the next step with the demolition of the old Ercoa Building.  He noted that in order to seek financing for the demolition, the City needed to know the cost.  Sullivan moved, and Leaf seconded to authorize Lind to send out Request for Proposals on the project.  Motion carried 5-0. 


PRESENTATION OF PLAQUE TO ART KAUNONEN

Mayor Carlson presented a plaque of appreciation to Art Kaunonen.  Kaunonen resigned in July after serving on the Braham Planning Commission for the past 17 years and the Braham City Council for 18 years prior to the Planning Commission.  The City extended its deepest appreciation to Kaunonen for serving the City of Braham for the past 35 years, and wished him the very best in his future.


SPECIAL EVENT PERMIT APPLICATION – 
FRIENDSHIP ASSEMBLY OF GOD CHURCH

The council reviewed the Special Event Permit Application from the Friendship Assembly of God Church to host a Spa Day for single mothers and their cars from 8:00 a.m. – 6:00 p.m. on both July 15 and Aug 19, 2017.  Sullivan moved, and Kunshier seconded to approve the permit, with Chief Knowles working with the church on the street closing for the event.  Motion carried 5-0. 


APPOINTMENT OF COUNCIL REP TO THE BRAHAM EDA

The resignation of Council Member Wayne Seiberlich resulted in a vacancy on the Braham EDA that must be filled by a council member.  Leaf moved, and Kunshier seconded to approve the Mayor’s appointment of Council Member Lowell Jaques as the council representative to serve on the Braham EDA.  Motion carried 5-0.  
 

APPOINTMENT OF COUNCIL REP TO THE BRAHAM PARKS COUNCIL COMMITTEE

The resignation of Council Member Wayne Seiberlich resulted in a vacancy on the Braham Parks Council Committee.  Carlson moved, and Kunshier seconded to approve the mayor’s appointment of Council Member Shawn Sullivan as the other council representative to serve with her on the Braham Parks Council Committee.  Motion carried 5-0.


STREETS COMMITTEE REPS

At the January 2017 council meeting, Council Member Jeremy Kunshier, Lowell Jaques (from the public), and Streets Supt. Dan Eklund were appointment to the Braham Streets Committee.  With Lowell Jaques now serving on the City Council, it was determined he would now serve on the committee as a council member, so no change was made to the appointed committee members.
 

APPOINTMENT TO BRAHAM PLANNING COMMISSION

Art Kaunonen’s resignation from the Braham Planning Commission left a vacancy on the commission. Administrator Hoy noted the vacancy must be filled by someone living within the Braham City Limits.  Sullivan moved, and Jaques seconded to approve the mayor’s appointment of Mary Lodin to the Braham Planning Commission.  Motion carried 5-0.

 
LIQUOR STORE PERSONNEL CHANGE

Kunshier moved, and Sullivan seconded to accept the resignation of Vickie Thake from Home Town Liquor effective 5/31/17.  Motion carried 5-0.


TAX-FORFEITED PROPERTY

The council reviewed a letter from Isanti County regarding tax-forfeited parcel ID #14.075.0010 located at 720 Horseshoe Lane.  The City had the option to request conveyance of the property to the City for public use, or grant approval for it to be put on public auction or auctioned to adjacent owners.  Leaf moved, and Kunshier seconded to send the County a letter to let them know the City was not interested in conveyance of the property.  Motion carried 5-0.


SCHOOL LAND FOR SALE

Administrator Hoy informed the council that the School was splitting off the north seven acres of PID # 14.041.0580 where the old baseball field and grassy area are on the north side of the drainage ditch sitting north of the City’s WWTF.  She said the School had approached her to see if the City might be interested in the property.  She noted the 2017 EMV on the full parcel is $68,700; and it has an $11,553 special assessment on it from the 2016 Street Improvement. Sullivan moved, and Kunshier seconded to send a letter that the City was not interested, but thank them for thinking of the City.  Motion carried 5-0.


Mayor Carlson asked if there were questions from the audience/press.

Loren Davis from Diversified Bronze was in the audience, and asked the council if a contract had been signed for running broadband fiber to the Industrial Park.  Administrator Hoy answered that the contract was in the process of being reviewed by the contractor.  Davis expressed his concern over getting the fiber to his building in order for him to begin operation September 22.  Mayor Carlson noted the City would be hearing back from the contractor next week.  

Council Member Sullivan asked when the council would talk about the upcoming Chief of Police position.  Administrator Hoy said she and Chief Knowles had talked about starting the process in August.  She noted that with the hiring date yet six months away, starting too early could leave a time gap of a few months before the actual start date.

Mayor Carlson reminded the council that the August meeting would be held on August 1 
at 4:00 p.m.  

Delwayne Hahn from the Isanti County News asked for the spelling of Officer Eric Baumgart’s and Mary Lodin’s names.
 
Sullivan moved, and Leaf seconded to adjourn.  Motion carried 5-0.
